WHY I WROTE 
THE CRUCIBLE
BY ARTHUR MILLER

The following is an excerpt from an article in The New Yorker written by Arthur Miller prior to the release of his film adaptation of The Crucible in 1996:

On opening night, January 22, 1953, I knew that the atmosphere would be pretty hostile. The coldness of the crowd was not a surprise; Broadway audiences were not famous for loving history lessons, which is what they made of the play. It seems to me entirely appropriate that on the day the play opened, a newspaper headline read "ALL 13 REDS GUILTY"—a story about American Communists who faced prison for "conspiring to teach and advocate the duty and necessity of forcible overthrow of government." Meanwhile, the remoteness of the production was guaranteed by the director, Jed Harris, who insisted that this was a classic requiring the actors to face front, never each other. The critics were not swept away. "Arthur Miller is a problem playwright in both senses of the word," wrote Walter Kerr of the Herald Tribune, who called the play "a step backward into mechanical parable." The Times was not much kinder, saying, "There is too much excitement and not enough emotion in The Crucible. "But the play's future would turn out quite differently. About a year later, a new production, one with younger, less accomplished actors, working in the Martinique Hotel ballroom, played with the fervor that the script and the times required, and The Crucible became a hit. The play stumbled into history, and today, I am told, it is one of the most heavily demanded trade-fiction paperbacks in this country; the Bantam and Penguin editions have sold more than six million copies. I don't think there has been a week in the past forty-odd years when it hasn't been on a stage somewhere in the world.

SYNOPSIS

Act I:  It is 1692 in Salem village and Reverend Parris is found praying over his daughter, Betty, who has been inexplicably stricken with strange symptoms after being discovered dancing in the forest with the Parris’ slave, Tituba and several girls from the village.  Murmurs of witchcraft are filling the air in Salem and surrounding towns and a Reverend Hale, experienced with witches, has been summoned to assist.  We learn that things are not what they seem with many of the residents of Salem. Fear, vengeance, greed and guilt are fueling the fervor of naming friends and neighbors as witches.

ACT II:  The Proctor home: Elizabeth and John Proctor discuss the state of “a black mischief” taking over Salem and they confront the darkness that hangs over their home as well.  Quickly they become single-minded in purpose as they learn Elizabeth has been accused of witchcraft.  Proctor vows to see her freed and the truth revealed so that the vengeful plot and frenzied accusations will cease.

ACT III: Court proceedings have begun and innocent people accused of witchcraft are being sentenced to hang.  John Proctor, along with other villagers, approaches the Deputy Governor with evidence to sway the court against the accusers.  Hysteria erupts amidst the proceedings. Proctor admits guilt unrelated to witchcraft, and despite their best efforts, the innocent watch helplessly as justice is wholly ignored.

ACT IV:  Salem Jail:  Three months have passed and hangings continue.  There is a last attempt to convince the accused to confess to witchcraft to avoid the gallows.  Reverend Hale is distraught and laments his role in the process as he has watched the proceedings degenerate. John Proctor’s strong sway on the villagers is cause for concern among the leaders. His strong resolve and concern for his family lead to a compelling conclusion.

SALEM WITCH TRIAL FACTS

While Arthur Miller has openly discussed his use of dramatic license in the plot of The Crucible, the names of the accused mentioned in the play are all real and the fates of John Proctor and Giles Corey are historically accurate.  The sad truth of this time in history is that many lost their lives as the result of hysteria and injustice.  Over the years, recognition and restitution has been given to the victims of the accused.  In 1706, Ann Putnam, Jr. (daughter of Thomas and Ann Putnam), one of the accusers, wrote the following that was read by the pastor to the congregation:

I desire to be humbled before God. It was a great delusion of Satan that deceived me in that sad time. I did it not out of any anger, malice, or ill will...I desire to lie in the dust and earnestly beg forgiveness of all those I have given just cause of sorrow and offense, and whose relations were taken away and accused.

Consistently named in the top 10 American plays of all time, Arthur Miller’s The Crucible is challenging to read, to act, to direct and to experience as an audience member. Miller’s rich language, vibrant characters, and passionate story telling combined with the real life circumstances of the story compel us to face head on the truth of the tragic events of this era of American history. The script, penned as a response to the paranoia-fueled “Red Scare” of the 1950’s, is worthy of study and timeless as a work to be staged.

In the initial research for this particular production, we learned that there are two different scripts that are performed. For our production, we chose the same version that is studied in the Junior English classes for Spokane Public Schools. With the exception of the omitted narration/commentary, this is the script that was originally performed on Broadway in 1953. We hope your appreciation for this literary treasure matches our appreciation for the process of bringing it to you tonight.
